In exercise of the powers conferred by SectioroBhe National Parks
and Wildlife Conservation Act, 2029, the GovernmehNepal has framed the

following Rules.

Chapter — 1

Preliminary

1. Short Title & Commencement: (1) These rules may be called
"National Parks and Wildlife Conservation Rules3@@1974)".

(2) These Rules shall come into force immediately.

2. Definition: Unless the subject or context otherwise requireshéese

Rules,-

(@) "Act" means the National Parks and Wildlife Consg¢ion Act,
2029 (1974).
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(b) "Chief* means the officer of the National Parks antldlife

ConservatiortDepartment.

(c) "Warden" means the officer of the Government of &dpaving
major responsibility of administration of a Nationahrk or a
sanctuary (reserves).

(d) "License" means any type of license that has toidseed
pursuant to these Rules.

(e) "Permit" means any type of permit that has to beedgursuant
to these Rules.

Chapter — 2

Provisions on National Parks and Reserves

3. Services to be operated in a National Parks or Reserve:(1) If

the Government of Nepal desires to operate anycss¥rom any body

pursuant to Section 6 of the Act, a notice mentignihe necessary
details of such services or facility and all thettexs about the terms and
conditions of the operation shall be published jgliag at least 35 days
of time period to submit the shield tender in tha&on newspapers and
in such tender notice the office or officer to whtme shield tender has
to be submitted and the time of opening of the ¢enmlso shall be

mentioned.

(2) It the Government of Nepal has realized tha tBnders
received within the time period pursuant to Suler(l) are not lawful
or satisfactory it may republish a notice requegstor another tender.

(3) Among the tenders submitted pursuant to Sub<w) or (2),
the tender that has bid the highest royalty shakhdtcepted.

Provided that, in any special circumstances thegenthy also
be accepted that bid the lower royalty and in saicbumstances the

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officer accepting the tender shall mention the aeador such

acceptance.

(4) The person promising to operate any service$acitities
within the National Park or Reserve shall take #pproval of the
Government of Nepal while conducting any type ofistouction work
for operating such service or facility by prepariagdetail project of

such construction work.

Entry into Preserved Natural Reserve: (1) Except “‘than the

Government Employees deputed for the duty, therqgibeson shall not
be allowed to enter into the preserved National eRes without
receiving the written permission from the ‘chief.agenerally such

permit shall be provided only for a scientific ragsh.

(2) The terms and conditions to be followed by espe receiving
the permit as pursuant to Sub-rule (1) and theogest validity of such

permit shall be as prescribed in that permit.
Chapter — 3

Provisions on Hunting

Hunting to.be prohibited: Any person even receiving a license shall

not hunt any wildlife or birds in the following g#tions :
(@). - Ifthe female is pregnant or with newly borong) offsprings,
(b) = During the restricted period for hunting,

(c) In the night time.

Explanation :— For the purpose of this Rule "night time" means

the time after the half an hour of sunset to betbeshalf an hour

of sunrise.
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6. Prohibited technigues for hunting: (1) Without the written order of

the Chief any person shall not hunt a wildlife ardb by using the

following techniques —

(@) Waiting (prowling) in the place used for drinkingater, licking

salt or soil or taking a bath,

(b) Using any type of trap likelarjan, damal (tying Rope),Jaal
(Net), Dharap (obstacles)Khor (cage) ofPaso (hanging rope),

(c) Feeding poison or tranquilizing drugs,
(d) Using poisonous arms and ammunition,

(e) Tuning (blowing) leaves or calling with artificimhimetic voice
or playing tape-recorder,

® Waiting (prowling) in nest or abode,
(g) Lighting torch or lights,
(h)  Making a scaffold or a hiding place to mislead #nemal,

0] Riding in a meotor car, jeep, truck, lorry, tractoajrplane,

helicopter etc.,

()] Setting fire in any type of grass or forest withe tmotive of

hunting,

(k).~ Taking the help of a dog in hunting a wildlife @king the help

of a domestic bird for the huntings of birds.

(2) In the situation of killing a mad elephant oman eater tiger
or leopard, any technigue except than the technigeause (j) of Sub-
rule (1) may be followed.

7. The Arms and ammunitions which are not to be atlwed to use

for _hunting: The following arms and ammunitions have been

prohibited to use in the following type of hunting

(@) In all types of hunting :
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(1) Automatic Rifle or any type of weapon whichefr
multiple (more than one) bullets in the single klof a
trigger.

(2) Ammunitions with poisonous materials or explesiv

(firing) bomb.
(3) A gun which has assembled with a silencer.

(b)  In the hunting of other wild animals exceptritihe hare (Rabbit)

and other similar animals or birds —

(1) ARim fire Rifle of 22 bore,

(2)  An Air gun or a carbon dioxide gun,
(3) Alltypes of Pistol or Revolver.

(c) In the hunting of any other type.of.wild anima&xcept than the
Rhesus Macaquelaguna), Barking deer (Red deer), Goral
(Ghoral), Wild Boar Band) and birds -—

(1)  Any type.of.Shotgun
(2)  Fire Bharuwa) Gun

(3) A rifle.with a smaller bore tha?22 bore or lesser power
than that.

(3) The chief shall determine (fix) the annual quot the wild
lives that has been allowed to be hunted in a hgnmeserve, and the
license shall only be issued not exceeding the ayuwshich has been

fixed as such.

(4) Notwithstanding anything contained in sub-r{1¢, (2) and
(3) the Government of Nepal, if deemed necessarytli@ proper
protection of any wildlife and birds, may reduce thumber of wildlife
or birds that has been allowed to hunt in any idisthunting reserve or

any other area or may suspend the issuance oflisecise.

14. Prohibition to assist in a hunting. without a Icense

(AnugyaPatra): Without obtaining a'license pursuant to Rule 15 or

16, no person shall be allowed to assist in a hgrais a professional
hunter or in showing the wildlife or birds as bemdpunter, to a person
in terms of taking the wage, prize or rent.

15. Professional Hunting License(1) The Chief may issue a license of

a professional “hunter to the person who is expeeénin the
management of the necessary apparatus for theniguaind travel
campaign groups, in both the Mountain and Teraoregjof Nepal, for a
long time and having the knowledge of the Acts #mel Rules framed

underthe Act and Btsakinq the fees as pursuant to Schedule -1.

(2) The license issued as pursuant to Sub-rulest{a)l be valid
for one year. The person desiring to obtain thgetyf license shall
submit the certificate of proficiency to operate ttoncerned activities
and other certificates showing his/her economitustawhile applying

for the license.

While issuing any type of hunting license to a igme citizen, a
condition may be imposed by allowing him/her tofgo hunting only

with the professional hunting license holder (lises).
